Health Canada has made changes to the Medical Transportation Policy 

regarding reimbursements for meals and accommodations for medical 
trips.  In the past, Membertou Band has provided financial advances to 

community members. The Band would submit claims to receive 
reimbursement from Health Canada.  This was to provide a 

convenience to community members who travel for medical trips.  
Health Canada will now only provide the Band reimbursement for 

meals and accommodation based on receipts submitted by community 
members for meals and accommodations.  Unfortunately, not all have 

been returning hotel and meal receipts and confirmation slips to 
confirm appointments.   

 

Effective immediately, the Band will no longer provide financial 
advances for hotel and meals for medical trips made to Halifax or 

other long distance trips.  If you have a medical appointment in 
Halifax, Health Canada books your room at the Chebucto Inn located 

on Lady Hammond Road.  Meals will be provided at the Chebucto Inn 
or at the hospital where you are having your appointment. If you are 

approved a meal en route to Halifax and return to home you must 
save the receipts in order to be eligible for reimbursement. 

 
All medical trips require prior approval from Health Canada.  I 

recommend that everyone obtain prior approval before travelling to a 
medical appointment.  Prior approval is your guarantee for 

reimbursement.  If you do not receive prior approval for a medical trip 
and seek reimbursement after the fact, I cannot guarantee 

reimbursement.   

 
Some community members may decide to travel to a medical 

appointment without an advance from the Band.  If you do this, I 
recommend you save all your receipts for accommodations and meals 

and I will contact Health Canada to see if you are eligible for 
reimbursement according to Health Canada’s accommodation and meal 

rates.  
 

The purpose of the Medical Transportation Policy is to get the 
community members to their scheduled medical appointments and 

back home safely.  The Band will continue to provide the ground 
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transportation to get you to your medical appointment.  Health Canada 

will book your room at the Chebucto Inn and provide meals at the Inn 
or the hospital.  The needs of community members will continue to be 

serviced for their medical appointments.  Thank you.
